Background:

In 1999, the California Air Resources Board (CARB) began administering a grant program known as
the Carl Moyer Program that provides incentives to reduce emissions from diesel-powered vehicles.
Local districts implement the grant program by providing funds to local operators of diesel-powered
equipment to rebuild, repower or purchase new equipment in order to reduce air emissions. The
District has funded numerous projects through 10 Carl Moyer funding cycles.

One applicant, Gallo Family Vineyards, has applied to the District for funding for three projects from
the Carl Moyer Program. The three proposed projects are for the replacement of older diesel
agricultural pumps with cleaner operating engines. The projects meet both the requirements of the
Carl Moyer grant program and the cost effectiveness of $16,300 per ton for the emissions reduction.

Recommendation:

Approve Resolution of the Board of Directors authorizing the District’s Air Pollution Control Officer
to enter into a funding agreement with the project applicant and disburse up to $80,000 of Carl Moyer
grant funds upon completion of the requirements of the funding agreement.
